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MESSAGE OF DIRECTOR GENERAL
ON THE OCCASION OF INTERNATIONAL LITERACY DAY
8 SEPTEMBER 1995

It is already five years since the World Conference on Education for All in
Jomtien (Thailand). Great pledges were made there, and a’ grand alliance was
forged in favour of education for all. And, sure enough, considerable progress
has been made. The average rate of illiteracy in the world is falling steadily.

However, we cannot afford to be complacent. In absolute terms, there are
more and more illiterate adults. In the developing countries they account for an
average of 30 per cent of the total population; while most of the countries with
an illiteracy rate higher than 70 per cent are in Africa. In all parts of the world,
twice as many women as men are excluded from education: two illiterate people
in three are women.

This iniquitous and senseless situation is unacceptable. The fact that
fewer girls than boys attend school and that girls stay there for a shorter time can,
admittedly by genuine constraints. But the greatest sacrifices must be made for
future generations: the girls and young women of today are the mothers of tomorrow,
and it is generally observed that, when the mother is literate, the children are, too.
The emphasis must therefore be placed on educating these future women who will
pass on other children what they have learned, the key to citizenship in its twofold
aspect of freedom and responsibility.

With the aid of all its partners, UNESCO will step up action on behalf of
education for girls and women throughout the development world, and particularly
in Africa, where the female population of rural and isolated areas is the top priority.
Meeting at Beijing under the auspices of the United Nations to take stock of the
situation of women, the international community will not fail, [ am sure, to make
a fresh commitment to supporting this action, which is of vital importance for its
own future.

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MESSAGE OF UNESCO DIRECTOR - GENERAL
ON THE OCCASION OF INTERNATIONAL LITERACY DAY
8 SEPTEMBER 1999

“International Literacy Day is an occasion to restate the fundamental
importance of reading and writing skills for individual empowerment and for
sustainable development. It is also an occasion to celebrate the values of dignity
and equality which are the driving force behind the struggle to provide universal
access to the knowledge society through literacy. However, it is equally an
occasion to remind ourselves that despite efforts to create a literate world, over
120 million children are deprived of a school education on the eve of the new
millennium and may never get an opportunity to learn to read and write unless
we step up our commitment to literacy.

“Every country in the world is now aware of the important of literacy and
its positive implications for democracy, sustainable development, the alleviation
of poverty, the empowerment of women and the inclusion of the excluded. But
for this positive development to create a new dynamic, people need to acquire
not only the skills of reading and writing but also the practical skills that they can
use to improve the quality of their lives. Targeting illiterates with “pure” literacy
programmes is not enough. A new understanding of literacy is needed. We have
to promote the creation of literate societies that are culturally sensitive, where
literacy is integrated into overall development efforts that are genuinely responsive
to the needs of the learners and their communities.

“I therefore take this opportunity to call on governments, on the
institutions of civil society and on donors to reassess their current literacy policies
and practices and to endorse this broader vision of literacy, essential in a changing
world. Let us renew our effort to realize one of the highest human aspirations:
create a truly democratic learning society, setting the premise for a peaceful
civilized world where everyone belongs. By rechanneling a small percentage of
the resources now invested in the technology of destruction, we could go a long
way towards realizing that dream.
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“Today, on International Literacy Day, | renew UNESCO’s commitment to
achieve this goal, by working together with all our partners. On behalf of UNESCO,
I express sincere appreciation for the generous support that our partners in the
UN System and beyond have provided for literacy activities all over the world.

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MESSAGE FROM THE DIRECTOR-GENERAL OF UNESCO
ON THE OCCASION OF INTERNATIONAL LITERACY DAY
8 SEPTEMBER 2003

It is both good and necessary that we celebrate International Literacy Day
each year. For some of us, it is a timely reminder that we should not take literacy
for granted or underestimate its importance. For others, newly empowered by the
acquisition of literacy skills, it is a moment to celebrate access to opportunities
once beyond reach. It is an occasion, furthermore, to applaud the work of literacy
tutors, extension workers and volunteers whose patient and persistent efforts
make such a difference to people’s lives. However, it is for those excluded from
the world of writing and written communication that International Literacy Day
1s most significant, for it symbolizes our collective commitment to address their
literacy needs now and in the future.

According to recent global estimates, there are approximately 862 million
non-literate people over the age of fifteen. The fact that we continue to quote
more or less the same figure from year to year is a genuine cause for concern but
it does not mean that no progress is being made. The Global Monitoring Report
on Education for All (2002) points out that adult literacy has improved by 10
percentage points over the last 20 years, from 70 per cent in 1980 to 80 per cent
in 2000. This is a significant advance, representing hundreds of millions of people
who have gained access to literacy over that period.

The continuing high absolute numbers, however, indicate the scale of the
literacy challenge remaining. They alert us that improved rates of literacy progress
need to outpace population growth and make inroads into those parts of society
where illiteracy is most deeply embedded. The latter tend to be groups that are
harder to reach: women, particularly among minority groups and in rural areas;
linguistic and cultural minorities; the very poor of urban and rural areas; and street
children and adolescents who dropped out of school. To effectively address the
literacy needs of such groups, not only innovative strategies but also proportionately
more resources are required.

Of particular concern is the stubborn fact that two-thirds of those without
access to literacy skills are women. This represents a denial of basic rights for
the women themselves but it also constitutes a massive waste of capacity that
poor countries and disadvantaged communities can ill-afford. There is abundant
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evidence that women make valuable contributions to all aspects of development.
Literacy is vital for releasing women’s potential which, once tapped, becomes a
tremendous force for improving their status and dignity and for enhancing their
impact on family welfare, community development and positive social change.
Thus, as revealed through its effect on women’s lives, literacy is a key to development,
especially because it places people at the centre of the development process.
In addition, literacy is a key to learning. It is the basis of lifelong learning which,
in our fast-moving world of changing technology and increasing knowledge, bears
the rich promise of a fresh start and a second chance.

On close inspection, literacy turns out to be a complex matter about which
we still have much to learn. Ascertaining the scope and character of the problem
of illiteracy is complicated by the use of different criteria of measurement and
by the way in which varying contexts pose different challenges. The techniques
of mass campaigns, for example, may be inappropriate for addressing residual
pockets of entrenched disadvantage. Moreover, many countries, both developed
and developing, are finding that rates of schooling are no sure guide to real
levels of literacy in terms of who can and who cannot use the written word.
As part of the EFA drive, UNESCO and other partners are developing new
approaches which will assess the way people actually use literacy in their daily
lives, thereby revealing the levels of literacy within the population.

This is a significant year for literacy. In February, the United Nations
Literacy Decade (2003 —2012) was launched. The Decade presents the challenge
of doing things differently, of finding fresh ways to provide literacy opportunities,
of giving the excluded the chance to participate. It also presents the challenge of
sustaining our efforts over ten years as we work towards the goal of increasing
global literacy levels by 50 per cent by 2015.

Governments, civil society and the international community agree on the
seriousness of these challenges and on the need to act — that is not the problem.
There is also agreement on the fact that literacy is part of the fundamental human
right to education. The problem is to turn this agreement to practical effect through
concrete commitments reflected in priorities, budgets, plans and implementation.
Let us face this problem squarely as the United Nations Literacy Decade gains
momentum — more than 800 million people are waiting.

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MESSAGE FROM MR. KOICHIRO MATSUURA,

On 8 September each year for almost the last four decades, the world has
celebrated International Literacy Day. Our celebration is particularly significant
as this annual international event has gained valuable momentum following the
2003 launch of the United Nations Literacy Decade (UNLD). Together, we must
capitalize upon this important opportunity to reflect on the world’s progress in
literacy and to move forward.

Despite notable advances in many countries, over 860 million adults are illiterate
and over 100 million children have no access to school. Moreover, countless children,
young people and adults who attend school or other educational programmes
fall short of the required level to be considered literate in today’s increasingly
complex world. This should be a major preoccupation in light of the international
community’s commitment to the fourth goal agreed by the participants in the
World Education Forum on Education for All (EFA) held in Dakar, Senegal,
in April 2000. This Dakar goal focuses upon “achieving a 50 per cent improvement
in levels of adult literacy by 2015, especially for women, and equitable access to
basic and continuing education for all adults.”

The emphasis within the fourth Dakar goal on women'’s literacy leads us to the
theme of this year’s International Literacy Day, namely, ‘literacy and gender’.
In a situation where almost one in seven people is illiterate, this injustice is
compounded by the fact that two-thirds of the world’s illiterate adults are women.
There is a clear need for literacy programmes that address the groups of learners
that most need special attention — notably women and girls who are not in school.
Where men and boys lack access to quality learning opportunities, they too need
special attention. Promoting gender equality in literacy education does not mean
pitting women against men. It means giving special attention to the more vulnerable
groups of learners.

National and local governments as well as non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) must ensure that literacy is high on their agenda. Equally important is the
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quality of the literacy programmes. One of the most important factors influencing
literacy provision is gender sensitivity. This means that programmes have to
recognize women and men as equal members of society and as valuable citizens.
Programmes must move away from the traditional and stereotypical and offer
equal life opportunities and choices.

I call on all countries, rich and poor, partner agencies in the United Nations,
bilateral and private donors and, indeed, private citizens everywhere, to rise to
the occasion and take on the challenge to make sure that the word “illiterate” is
eradicated from our vocabulary.

A literate world is a possible and desirable one. There are enough resources. What is
now needed is the collective will of the international community to ensure that
the necessary support is forthcoming.

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Today we celebrate International Literacy Day 2005. It is a day for recognizing
the achievement of large numbers of men and women around the globe who have
newly gained access to communication through the written word. We congratulate
them and applaud all those - literacy tutors, extension workers, teachers, community
groups, friends, neighbours and family members - whose supportive efforts have
been indispensable. International Literacy Day, however, is not an occasion for
complacency. When there are approximately 800 million illiterate adults, when
two-thirds of the world’s illiterate adults are women, and when over 100 million
school-age children never attend school, we can be in no doubt that much remains
to be done.

The scale and character of the global literacy challenge, furthermore, are greater
than these statistics indicate, for two main reasons. First, it is evident that large
numbers of children emerge from processes of primary education without a secure
command of essential literacy competencies. Many developed countries, despite
their highly organized and well-resourced education systems, are finding that
a significant proportion of children have a limited grasp of core literacy skills.
With far fewer resources and facing enormous problems of poverty, exclusion and
marginalization, many developing countries are finding it difficult to staunch the
flow of children who leave school barely able to read and write. Within a few years,
many of these children will join the hidden ranks of the functionally illiterate.

Second, the limited availability of concrete opportunities for adults to acquire,
maintain and improve their literacy skills and learning capacities means that
hundreds of millions of people, especially women, are condemned to a lifetime of
illiteracy. In the twenty-first century, such a situation is unconscionable.

It is to address both of these challenges, which are related to each other and linked
to other educational and development problems, that the drive to achieve Education
for All (EFA) has been mounted. Closely associated with EFA is the United Nations
Literacy Decade (2003-2012), led and coordinated by UNESCO, which aims at
mobilizing greater national and international efforts to achieve the Dakar goal of
reducing illiteracy rates by half by 2015.

This year, International Literacy Day is devoted to the role of literacy in sustainable
development. This is especially fitting since 2005 has seen the launch of the United
Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable Development (2005-2014), for which
UNESCO is the lead agency and international coordinator.

As the foundation of all subsequent education, training and learning,
literacy is essential for sustainable human development in today’s complex
and fast-changing societies. In such societies, rudimentary literacy skills are
not enough for effective communication and participation. In addition, literacy
itself is acquiring new dimensions in response to technological and cultural
change. Consequently, literacy capacities need to be supplemented and updated
so that individuals can deal with changing conditions and new uncertainties with
confidence. The sustainability of literacy demands such adaptation.

The fulcrum of the relationship between literacy and sustainable development
is citizenship, understood not as a formal entitlement but as the active,
creative and dynamic activity of people as they shape and re-shape their lives. In
this perspective, literacy is a precondition of effective social participation and a tool
of empowerment at individual and community levels. A flexible set of literacy-based
capabilities i1s essential for meeting the challenge of sustainable development.
How we learn to adapt will determine our welfare and security, and perhaps our
very survival.

Literacy programmes are useful and effective vehicles for transmitting ideas
and information pertinent to education for sustainable development (ESD). In
some cases, such as literacy projects linked to income generation or sustainable
livelihoods, a close synthesis is possible. Meanwhile, the orientation of literacy
programmes towards empowerment, inclusion and local relevance, is likely to
be a powerful influence on ESD approaches, especially in non-formal settings.

On International Literacy Day 2005, I call upon governments, international
organizations, civil society and the private sector to give renewed attention and
support to literacy as a vital instrument for achieving sustainable development. In
this month when the world’s leaders will meet in New York to examine progress
since the Millennium Declaration five years ago, it is timely to recall that education
in general and literacy in particular are vital means for achieving sustainability,
which is rooted in human capacities and their development.

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Today, we celebrate International Literacy Day 2007. Each year for over four
decades, on 8 September, UNESCO has reminded the international community
where we stand in relation to literacy and adult learning. However, despite many
and varied efforts, literacy for all remains an elusive target. As the year 2007 is
the half-way point in the United Nations Literacy Decade (2003-2012), it is an
appropriate moment to review the global literacy challenge.

In today’s world, some 774 million adults lack minimum literacy skills; one in
five adults is still not literate and two-thirds of them are women; 72.1 million
children are out of school and many more attend irregularly or drop out; and
literate environments with access to reading material and suitable publications are
lacking, with the result that neo-literates cannot sustain their skills.

These numbers give a striking idea of the dimensions of the global literacy challenge,
but they are only part of the complex picture we face. Our understanding of who is
literate and who is illiterate has evolved considerably over the years, giving rise to
new implications for both policies and programmes. The practices of literacy are
changing rapidly in contemporary societies in response to broad social, economic
and technological changes. Indeed, only a plural notion of literacy can capture
the variety of literacy practices undertaken by women and men across the world
in their everyday lives.

This year, International Literacy Day is placing a special focus on the vital
relationship between literacy and health, which is also the thematic emphasis of
the 2007-2008 biennium of the United Nations Literacy Decade. This relationship
brings benefits to all age groups: early childhood, school children, adolescents
and adults. Most often, these benefits come through the empowerment of women
and men: self-confidence and critical thinking have extremely positive effects
on the health of individuals, families and communities. Literacy strengthens the
capabilities of people to take advantage of healthcare and educational opportunities -
for example, by seeking medical help for themselves and a sick child, by adopting
preventive health measures such as immunisation, and by acquiring greater
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knowledge of family planning methods. Moreover, good health and nutrition
are prerequisites for effective learning, especially but not only in the early years.
Educated parents, especially mothers - whether through formal schooling or adult
programmes - are more likely to send their children to school and have a better
understanding of their healthcare needs.

On International Literacy Day 2007, I call upon governments, international organizations,
civil society and the private sector to give renewed support to literacy as an integral
aspect of the universal right to education and as an essential basis for improving
health conditions. Literacy does not stand alone, nor does health. Literacy, in fact,
is key to good health and well-being.

We must act now, together, to build a literate world, sharing the social and
human benefits of literacy. In particular, let us ensure that the links between
literacy and health are strong for the benefit of millions of men, women and children
around the world.

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More than halfway through the UN Literacy Decade launched in 2003,
one in five young people and adults aged 15 years and over does not possess
the most elementary skills required to read a street sign, a child’s book, a map,
a newspaper, names on a voting ballot or instructions on a medicine bottle. In a
world increasingly driven by knowledge and technology, a staggering 774 million
adults are illiterate. We are far from the goal of halving the number of illiterate
persons around the world by 2015. Even though literacy rates have risen, the
absolute number of illiterates has increased in some regions due to population
growth. This represents a genuine threat for human development.

This year’s International Literacy Day puts the spotlight on the connections
between literacy and health. Today’s gravest health concerns cannot be adequately
addressed unless literacy finds a central place in public health policies and strategies.
An illiteracy person is simply more vulnerable to ill-health, and less likely seek
medical help for themselves, their family or their community. Nearly ten million
children die before reaching age 5, most often of preventable infectious diseases,
and it is children of the poor who are less likely to be treated for serious illness.
The risk of contracting malaria — which claims over one million lives each year —
is increased significantly amongst populations, with literacy level having a direct
impact on health-seeking behaviours. Woman with most-primary education are
five times more likely than illiterate woman to know facts about HIV and AIDS.
This is why the Millennium Development Goals directly or indirectly related to
health — eradicating extreme poverty, promoting gender equality, reducing child
mortality, improving maternal health, and combating HIV and malaria — cannot
be reaches without a literacy dimension.

Literacy is about empowerment. It increases awareness and influences the
behaviour of individuals, families and communities. It improves communication
skills, gives access to knowledge and builds the self-confidence and self-esteem
needed to make decisions. A woman who participates in a literacy programme
will have better knowledge of health and family planning. She will more likely
adopt preventive health measures for herself and for her children; she will more
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easily seek medical help and make use of the available medical services; finally
she will be able to follow medical instructions more easily to ensure adequate
treatment for herself or close-of-kin. In short, literacy is a powerful yet too often
overlooked remedy to health threats, with the potential to promote better nutrition,
disease prevention and treatment.

The winners of the 2008 UNESCO International Literacy Prizes offer
inspiring examples of how literacy impacts powerfully on the promotion
of healthy societies. Operation upgrade’s “Kwanibela Project” in South Africa
offers an innovative approach to integrating knowledge about HIV and AIDS
into literacy programmes. The “Reflect and HIV”’ programme in Zambia organized
by the People’s Action Forum is remarkable for its cultural programmes in
mother tongue languages. The Brazilian programme “Alphabetizando comsaude”
shows the benefits of successful collaboration between municipal health and
education bodies in the city of Curitiba. The programme reaches people with various
long-term illnesses, enabling them to take better care of themselves and break
their sense ofisolation. In Ethiopia, the “Literacy Plus” programme targeting rural
women has led to the increased use of malaria nets.

These innovative and successful literacy practices show that when health is at
stake, literacy has a major role to play.

UNESCO s actively engaged in encouraging countries to adopt policies that explicitly
tackle literacy and build on the valuable work often led by civil society. Several
initiatives, including UNESCQO’s Literacy Initiative for Empowerment (LIFE),
a series of six high-level regional conferences on literacy in 2007-2008, and the
forthcoming Sixth International Conference on Adult Education (CONFINTEA VI)
to be held in Belem, Brazil, in May 2009, point to renewed momentum.

But this is just the cusp of change. It is essential for countries to show greater
leadership and to increase spending on literacy, and for donors to give it a higher
profile in their aid portfolio. There is an urgent need to scale up youth and adult
learning programme, to improve their quality, and to develop a rich literate
environment where individuals of all ages are encouraged to sustain and use their
newly acquired skills.

The challenge ahead is our collective responsibility.

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This year, International Literacy Day puts the spotlight on the empowering role of
literacy and its importance for participation, citizenship and development. ‘Literacy
and Empowerment’ is also the theme for the 2009-2010 biennium of the United
Nations Literacy Decade (2003-2012).

While the empowering role of literacy and its significance for development have
been recognized worldwide, there are still 776 million illiterate adults in the world
and 75 million children out of school whose rights and needs remain unfulfilled.
Literacy, in fact, is by far the most neglected goal on the Education for All (EFA)
agenda.

Who are the 776 million illiterate adults? In most countries, these are the most
disadvantaged and marginalized populations, with a high percentage of women and
girls, indigenous people, linguistic and cultural minorities, nomads, rural dwellers,
and the disabled. There is a high correlation between poverty and illiteracy. In
this perspective, empowerment is the key. For all those women and men who live
without access to basic reading and writing skills, literacy opens up new horizons
of opportunity, improves standards of life and contributes to processes of social
change and poverty eradication.

However, despite clear evidence of the power of literacy to transform individual
lives and patterns of social development, in many parts of the world there is
neither the political will nor the resources to make youth and adult literacy an
area of priority action. In consequence, those whose lack of basic literacy and
numeracy skills is not being addressed - almost one 1n six adults - are being told
that their rights, their needs and their hopes do not count. This is an unconscionable
situation whose blatant injustice must not be allowed to continue.

Fortunately, there are many governments, civil society organizations, enterprises,
community groups and individuals who understand the benefits of literacy
and are conscientious in their support of literacy programmes. Many persons
work anonymously, quietly and steadily to help others to acquire literacy
and numeracy skills and the chance to embark on the adventure of learning.
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International Literacy Day is an occasion to salute and applaud their efforts and to
encourage them to sustain their commitment. By tutoring and mentoring others,
literacy workers — whether professional or voluntary — are important catalysts of
change who are making a real difference to the lives of others.

Literacy produces these human benefits with and through the learners themselves.
As many studies have found, literacy is an empowering force that serves to
increase self-esteem, confidence and assertiveness and helps to build a sense of
personal competence and independence together with better awareness of one’s
rights. Literacy gives enhanced autonomy to individuals in both the family and
community context.

These human benefits of literacy give rise to consequences of significance for
society as a whole. Thus, the self-esteem generated by literacy skills facilitates
social and political participation and is, in fact, associated with greater interest in
national and community activities, influencing attitudes and practices in the political
sphere. In many and varied contexts, literacy has demonstrated its extraordinary
power to equip individuals to participate more actively and more effectively.

In this era of widening disparities, literacy brings not only greater self-esteem
but also opportunities to those who have been disenfranchised, marginalized
and neglected: neo-literates acquire greater capacity and skills to raise their
income levels, build sustainable livelihoods, gain access to health and educational
services, and engage in the public arena. Indeed, literacy is vital for securing
access to political, economic and cultural opportunities, and this is particularly
the case for women thanks to the enabling and transformative impact of literacy
on their lives.

Each year, International Literacy Day is an occasion for worldwide mobilization
for literacy. Today, I call upon governments, intergovernmental organizations,
development partners, employers, trade unions and civil society organizations
everywhere to stop the neglect of youth and adult literacy and to strengthen
their commitment to literacy. Literacy is not just about reading and writing, it is
about self-respect and human dignity and about opportunities that give hope to
individuals, families, communities and entire societies. Literacy, an integral part
of the right to education, has shown itself time and time again to be a vital tool
of empowerment. It is time for the right to education of all persons, of whatever
age, to be realized in practice.

When a woman is literate, she can make choices to dramatically change her life
for the better.

But ten years into the 21st century, two in every three of the world’s
759 million illiterate adults are women. This is an intolerable situation reflecting
one of the most persistent injustices of our times: unequal access to education.

There is no justification — be it cultural, economic or social — for denying girls and
women an education. It is a basic right and an absolute condition for reaching all
the internationally agreed development goals.

Illiteracy keeps women marginalized and constitutes a foremost obstacle to
reducing extreme poverty in a technology-driven world where reading, writing
and numeracy are indispensable for enjoying basic rights and opportunities.

For all these reasons, this year’s International Literacy Day puts the
spotlight on the highly influential role that literacy plays in empowering women.

Acquiring literacy skills gives women a sense of self-confidence and control over
their life and future. This is what empowerment is about: gaining the knowledge to
make informed decisions, sharing power in the household and in wider political life.

Testimonies from newly literate women bear witness to the far-reaching transformation
that new knowledge and skills have on all aspects of their lives.

As the first woman elected to the post of Director-General of UNESCO,
I am profoundly committed to advancing the rights of girls and women everywhere,
especially through education. Gender equality is one of our global strategic priorities
because there can be no sustainable development when women do not

enjoy equal rights and opportunities.
Investing in women’s literacy carries very high returns: it improves livelihoods,
leads to better child and maternal health, and favours girls’ access to education.

In short newly literate women have a positive ripple effect on all development
indicators.
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This international day aims to mobilize everyone’s attention to the
urgent need for increased commitment to literacy, especially for girls and
women. UNESCO’s International Literacy Prizes provide inspiring and creative
examples of programmes that have had a profound impact on individuals and their
communities. They show what works and how well.

Over the past decade, the gender gap in education has narrowed in many countries.
Gender parity in literacy has also improved, but all too slowly. But far more has
to be done.

I take this occasion to call upon governments, international organizations,
civil society and the private sector to scale up their support to literacy. I am
confident that the momentum exists to make women'’s literacy a priority: we have
seen in the past months a bid to accelerate progress towards gender equality with
the creation of UN Women.

Literacy gives women a voice — in their families, in political life and on the world
stage. It is a first step towards personal freedom and broader prosperity. When
women are literate, it is all society that gains.

This year, International Literacy Day places a special focus on the essential relationship
between literacy and peace.

Lasting peace is founded on respect for human rights and social justice.
Literacy, the foundation of all education and lifelong learning, is one of these rights.

Literacy is a prerequisite for peace because it carries multiple benefits, cutting
across the human, cultural, social, political and economic spheres.

In today’s knowledge driven societies, lack of literacy 1s more than ever synonymous
with exclusion and marginalization.

According to the most recent figures (2009), 793 million adults lack basic literacy
skills, the majority are girls and women. A further 67 million children of primary
school age are not in primary school and 72 million adolescents of lower secondary
school age are also missing out their right to an education, running the risk of creating
a new generation of illiterates.

This unacceptable situation is holding back all efforts to reduce poverty and advance
human development.

It is an infringement of human rights and fundamental freedoms, and a threat to
peace and security.

Literacy is a development accelerator and a force for peace.

First, literacy empowers individuals, equipping them with the skills and confidence
to seek out vital information and to make informed choices that have a direct
impact on their families and communities.

Second literacy is a condition for individuals to effectively participate in democratic
processes, to claim a voice in community organizations, gain political knowledge
and thereby contribute to shaping the quality of public policies.

Third, literacy programs strengthen mutual understanding by enabling people to
share ideas and to express, preserve and develop their cultural identity and diversity.

No country can hope to establish lasting conditions for peace unless it finds ways
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of building mutual trust between its citizens through inclusive education systems
that promote mutual understanding, respect, tolerance and dialogue.

It is crucial to integrate literacy in peace building processes in order to plant the
seeds of peace, foster dialogue and reconciliation, and give youth and adults the
skills they need to seek decent employment.

The 2011 International Literacy Prizes reward ground-breaking programs that
show the central role of literacy in promoting human rights, gender equality,
conflict resolution and cultural diversity. All programs highlight that even in the
most difficult contexts, good quality literacy programs are working and bringing
lasting change into the lives of youth and adults.

Investing in literacy programs is a sensible and essential development choice.
Literacy is a key component of strategies to promote sustainable development and
peace. It is central to achieving Education for All and the Millennium Development
Goals.

The world urgently needs increased political commitment to literacy backed by
adequate resources to scale up effective programs. Today I urge governments,
international organizations, civil society and the private sector to make literacy a
policy priority, so that every individual can develop their potential, and actively
participate in shaping more sustainable, just and peaceful societies.

This year, International Literacy Day has a special focus on the fundamental
relationship between Literacy and Peace.

This has tremendous relevance in our current turbulent times. Countries
with patterns of violence have some of the lowest literacy rates in the world.
Conflict remains one of the major barriers to the attainment of the Education
for All (EFA) and Millennium Development goals (MDGs). Conflict-affected
countries are home to over 40% of the world’s out-of-school population of primary
school age.

We must not allow conflict to deprive children and adults of the crucial
opportunity of literacy. Literacy is a fundamental human right, and the foundation
of all education and lifelong learning. Literacy transforms the lives of people,
allowing them to make informed choices and empowering individuals to become
agents of change. Lasting peace depends on the development of literate citizenship
and access to education for all. Amidst political upheaval and escalating violence
in many parts of the world, literacy must be a priority in the peace-building agenda
of all nations.

Peace and sustainable development are interdependent, and it is crucial for the
two to develop and strengthen simultaneously. Literacy is also a development
accelerator, enabling societies to grow more inclusively and sustainably. Literacy
programs can become a key component of future development strategies, opening
new opportunities and skills for all. All of this is vital to achieving Education for
All and the Millennium Development Goals.

Progress has been made toward reaching the 2015 targets for literacy, but
formidable challenges remain ahead. These challenges need to be met with
stronger international resolve, if we are to deliver on the promises made in Dakar
in 2000. UNESCO estimates that the global adult illiterate population stands at
775 million, while there are still 122 million illiterate youth worldwide. Women
and girls make up nearly two thirds of the illiterate adult and youth population.
Great potential is being lost.
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We can end this cycle of exclusion. We all have a shared interest in ensuring that
the world becomes a more literate place. As we approach the Education for All
deadline in 2015, we have gained new momentum. UNESCO has worked tirelessly
to place education and literacy at the top of the global development agenda. The
United Nations Secretary-General’s “Education First” initiative, to be officially
launched later this month, shall be a strong advocacy platform at the highest level.

The winners of this year’s UNESCO International Literacy Prizes demonstrate
how successful literacy programmes can achieve outstanding results. They are
living examples of the central role of literacy in promoting human rights, gender
equality, conflict resolution and cultural diversity.

Today, I call upon stakeholders at all levels to strengthen partnerships that will
accelerate quality literacy provision. It is essential that literacy programmes
incorporate the values of peace, human rights and civic values, if literacy is to
become a true means of empowerment. It can be the harbinger of peace and
development. Let us make this happen, together and faster.
